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2011 RFUANZ Conference-
Review

The Radio Frequency Users Association of New Zealand :

(RFUANZ) AGM and Conference was held on May the
9th and 10th in Wellington. This conference was our
biggest yet and attracted a mixture of high quality pre-
senters, attendees and exhibitors. On day one, The
Radio Frequency Users Association held its AGM, which
included a report given by Chairman Mr David Thomp-
son and the election of a new committee for the

2011/2012 year.

It is obvious that the RFUANZ is filling a need for the
radio communications industry in New Zealand. This
conference attracted exhibitors and visitors from around
New Zealand and Australia and provided them with an
opportunity to meet, learn and network. After the AGM
a number of informative presentations were given over
the next day and a half.

RFUANZ
Mandated move from

25kHz to 12.5kHz

In an effort to promote more efficient use of spec-

- trum, on the 10th of November last year, the Ministry

- of Economic Development (MED) mandated that by

the 1st November 2015, all VHF and UHF Public
Safety and Industrial / Business licensees using 25kHz
land mobile radio (LMR) systems will need to migrate
to narrowband 12.5kHz technology. Currently the UHF
and VHF frequency bands are congested and often

there is not enough spectrum available for licensees

© to expand their existing systems or implement new

systems. The change to 12.5kHz does not mean that

- analogue radios are to be made redundant - current

users do not have to move to digital (although there

are some definite benefits in doing so)

- Users can continue operating analogue services in

12.5kHz narrow band channels. Moving to 12.5kHz
can vary depending on the equipment licencee has

deployed. Some equipment can be switched to

- 12.5kHz by reprogramming, whilst older equipment

may not be capable of switching, and in this case
replacement may be the only option.There are some
25kHz radio licensees that are not required to move to
12.5kHz. These are some of the 25kHz telemetry
users. For any clarification on this, you may wish to
contact the MED.This mandate requires licensees to
operate more efficiently. This will ultimately allow for
the creation of additional channels within the same

spectrum, thereby supporting more users.To read
